REGULATION NO, 4

REGULATING THE USE OF PRIVATE LICENSE PLATES ON MOTOR
VEHICLES UNDER THE CONTROL OF THE OFFICE OF
TRANSPORTATION OF THE GOVERNMENT OF PUERTO RICO

SECTION 1.« This regulation is promulgated in conformity with
Section 3 of Act No. 49, approved August 4, 1947, as amended, which
provides: .

" The Office of Transportation shall purchase
directly and shall keep under its jurisdiction,
administration, and control, all motor vehicles
and parts thereof, assigned to the executive and
judicial branches, as well as any other supplies
and equipment necessary for the operation of the
Office of Transportation, and shall, with the
approval of the Governor, promulgate regulations
for the acquisition, use, maintenance, sale, and
all other matters in connection with said motor
vehicles, Said rognhtiom shall have the force
and effect of law, The Chief of Transportation
skan submit to the Governor of Puerto Rico an
annual report on the activities of and everythin;
in connection with the motor vehicles under the
jurisdiction. administration and control of the
Office of Trtncportation. H

SECTION 2. The use of private license plates on motor vehie
cles under the control of the Office of Transportation is hereby
confined to cases in which it is necessary to use vehicles in official
businesé of a confidential nature and to cases where the personal
safety of an officer or employee of the Government of Puerto Rico

is involved,
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SECTION 3. - Every request for private license plates for use on
motor vehicles under the control of the Office of Transportation shall
be made to the Chief of the said Office by the Chief of the pertinent
Department or Agency. The request shall set forth the reasons exist-
ing for the use of Private license plates, and the official number of the
vehicle on which, as well as the period of time for which, the plates are
to be used,

SECTION 4. - The Secretary of Public Works of Puerto Rico may,
at the requesi of the Chief of Transportation and with the approval of
the Governor of Puerto Rico, issue private license plates in the name
of the Office of Transportation of the Government of Puerto Rico for
use on motor vehicles under the Jjurisdiction, administration, and
control of the said Office. It shall be the duty of the Chief of the
Office of Transportation to keep a register showing at all times which
vehicles are uding Private license plates. This register shall be at
the disposal of the Secretary of Public Works so that the said officer
may verify, if necessary, the identification of these motor vehicles,
as provided by law,

SECTION 5. - Every officer and employee to whom private license
Plates are assigned for the carrying out of official duties in connection
with his position and who is caught using the vehicle for personal or
private matters, shall be subject to application of the sanctions pre-
scribed by Section 5 of Act No. 163, approved May 12. 1948,

SECTION 6. - Every officer or employee using a motor vehicle
under the control of the Office of Transportation with private license
plates shall be required to render monthly to the Governor of Puerto
Rico a report containing the féllowing information:

(a) Official number of the vehicle.

(b) Number of the Private license plates assigned.
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(¢) Date on which the vehicle was used for
confidential matters.
(d) Speedometer reading at the start of the
confidential investigation or mission.
(e) Speedometer reading at the end of the
confidential investigation or mission.
(f) Nature of the confidential investigation
or mission.
PROVIDED, that it shall not be necessary to submit such report when
the use of private license plates on official automobiles is for the

purpose of furnishing personal safety to the officer or employee.
